Day 1: U.S.A. — Beijing

Today you will board a plane bound for China, where you will witness the vicissitudes of China’s five
thousand-year history. Your tour will begin with the dynamic capital city of Beijing, a city that encompas-
ses the vast range of China’s cultural styles.

Day 2: Arrival in Beijing

Today, after arriving in Beijing, you will be greeted at the airport by CIT’s professional bilingual tour guide

and escorted to the hotel where you will be staying overnight.

Day 3: Belijing
After breakfast, you will visit Tiananmen Square. Originally the front entrance of the imperial palace
during the Ming and Qing Dynasties, Tiananmen (“the Gate of Heavenly Peace”) was buiilt in the fifteenth
year of the reign of Emperor Yongle. When it was renovated during the Qing Dynasty, its name was
changed to Tiananmen to suggest the idea that the emperor's mandate to pacify and rule the nation came
from heaven. You will make a special trip to see the National Centre for the Performing Arts, whose
exterior looks like an enormous eggshell, earning it the nickname “The Egg.” Next, you will tour the
Forbidden City, which served as the royal palace for 24 consecutive emperors during the Ming and Qing
Dynasties. There you can explore art exhibits from every dynasty, exhibitions of Qing Dynasty cultural
relics, the Three Great Halls, the Imperial Garden, the Palace of Heavenly Purity, and other attractions.
In the afternoon an expert guide will take you on a pedicab tour of Beijing’s hutong, or “narrow alleyways,”
where you can take pictures that will make you feel like you've traveled back in time, and afterward you
will stroll along the shore of Shicha Hai, a picturesque man-made lake. After dinner you will enjoy a
theatrical kung fu show.

Day 4: Beijing

After breakfast, you will visit the Great Wall of China, one of the Eight Wonders of the Ancient World.
Located in a strategically important area that military commanders throughout history have sought to
control, the Badaling stretch of the Great Wall is the best-preserved, most representative, and most finely
constructed section from the Ming Dynasty. After visiting the Great Wall, you will tour the Summer
Palace used by the imperial family during the Qing Dynasty. Originally called “Clear Ripple Garden,” the
Summer Palace was burned down in 1860 by the allied forces of England and France. Beginning in 1888,
the Empress Dowager Cixi rebuilt it with a huge sum of money embezzled from the navy. After its
reconstruction was completed ten years later, it was given its current name. Next, you will tour the largest
extant temple complex in China, the Temple of Heaven, where the emperor held sacrificial rites. The
famous Echo Wall and Three-Tone Stone are located here. Afterward, you will visit the famous sites of
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many 2008 Beijing Olympics events: the National Aquatics Center, or “Water Cube,” and the National
Stadium, or “Bird’s Nest.”

Day 5: Beijing — Yichang
Today, you will take a flight to the city of Yichang, where you will start your unforgettable tour of the
Three Gorges. The Three Gorges area of the Yangtze River (also known as the Chang Jiang)
stretches from Chongging in the west to Yichang in the east and is made up of Qutang Gorge, Wu
Gorge, and Xiling Gorge. With a total length of 192 kilometers, the Three Gorges area is like a gallery of
paintings in its striking beauty. It has long been world-famous for its spectacular scenery: the towering
peaks pressing in on both sides, the narrow and winding river, the rocks and shoals scattered through the
river like chess pieces, the rushing and surging of the turbulent water. With lofty mountain ridges and
overhanging precipices rising on either side of the river, the scene is astonishing and unique: the
continual line of peaks has an average height of 700-800 meters, and the river gets as narrow as a mere
100 meters wide. You will enjoy this magnificent scenery from the comfort of a 5-star cruise ship.

Day 6: Three Gorges
Your tour of the Yangtze River’s lofty mountains and flowing waters, as well as of the changes that have
occurred since the construction of the Three Gorges Dam, begins today. But first, three hours will be
spent simply passing through the dam’s enormous locks, which will raise the ship about 100 meters,
allowing you time to absorb the splendid scenery. This experience will undoubtedly give you indelible
memories as you take in the magnificence of the Three Gorges Dam, the most impressive feat of
engineering in human history. With a length of 2 miles and a height of 600 feet, it is the product of the
boundless power of a spirit capable of conquering mountains. No other dam can compare to it; it is the
biggest dam in the world and also produces the most electricity. As the ship passes into Xiling Gorge,
you can see that the dam has transformed the area’s rushing waters and dangerous shoals into the
largest artificial lake in the world.

Day 7: Three Gorges

Today the ship will stop at Wushan, where you will take a side trip on the Daning River through the Little
Three Gorges, beginning with the gorge known as Dragon Gate Gorge.” Here you can still hear the
cries of the monkeys that live in the area and see the “hanging coffins,” which used to be high up on the
cliff but now seem almost close enough to reach up and touch. As a result of the construction of the
Three Gorges Dam, the river is less dangerous than before, and now you can go deep into gorges that
were previously inaccessible by boat. After your trip along the Little Three Gorges, you will return to the
cruise ship and enter Wu Gorge. The second of the Three Gorges, it has a length of 36 kilometers and

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features 12 peaks with wildly varied shapes, such as Peak of the Immortals and Goddess Peak, which
still presents the imposing figure of a woman standing straight and tall; she now simply seems a little
closer. Here, precipitous cliffs confront each other across the river, proving that the beautiful scenery of
the Three Gorges still exists. As you prepare to go to sleep in your cabin tonight, allow your imagination
to be inspired by the wondrous sights you’ve seen.

Day 8: Three Gorges
The ship’s horn blows like thunder as you enter the most magnificent of the Three Gorges, Qutang
Gorge, which is just as impressive as ever; the only difference is that some of the famous stone
engravings are now underwater. Gaze upward at the ancient settlement of White King Town, mentioned
in one of China’s most famous books, The Romance of the Three Kingdoms. The cruise ship will stop at
Fengdu, the “City of Ghosts,” which features many ancient tombs as well as many temples dedicated to
the gods of the Underworld; the effect of it all is to serve as a potent reminder of the importance of being
a good person. Alternatively, the ship might dock at Wanxian (or Wanzhou), known as “Big Gate of the
Eastern River” (JI|Z<k[7], Chuandong Damén). Wanxian’s famous “hundred stone stairs” up the side of
the gorge are now underwater, and a new, modern town has been constructed at a higher elevation.
Tonight, you will again sleep on the cruise ship.

Day 9: Three Gorges — Chongqging — Xi’an
Today your ship will arrive at the mountain city of Chongqing, temporarily the capital of China during the
Japanese occupation, where you will board a flight to the ancient capital city of Xi’an. Formerly called
Chang’an (“Eternal Peace”), it is considered one of the great cities of the ancient world along with Athens,
Cairo, and Rome. Over the course of Chinese history, Xi'an was the capital of eleven dynasties.
Because Xi'an was the eastern endpoint of the legendary Silk Road, it features numerous cultural relics
and historical sites. First, you will tour Big Goose Pagoda, which was built to preserve the valuable
scriptures that the famous monk Master Xuan Zang brought back from India. Since ancient times,
distinguished and cultured men have been inspired by the view from the tower to write timeless works.
Afterward, you will tour Xi’an’s enormous City Walls, which have a history of more than 600 years. For
dinner, we have arranged a meal of authentic Shaanxi-style food for you. Xi'an’s delicious cuisine is a
highlight of any visit to Xi’an and has earned it a reputation as a “gourmet food capital.”

Day 10: Xi’an

If you haven’t seen the First Emperor’s terracotta army, known as the Eighth Wonder of the World, you
haven't really been to Xi'an. The pit where the terracotta army is still in the process of being excavated is
an ancillary section of the tomb of the infamous First Emperor, Qin Shihuang. Your next stop is Huaqing
Hot Springs, which since ancient times has been famed for the high quality of both its hot springs and its
beautiful scenery, but even more for its description in the famous poem “Song of Eternal Sorrow” by Bai
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Jayi: “Allowed to bathe at Huaqing on a cold spring day, she washed her creamy skin with the warm, silky
water; languid and tired, she was helped out of the water by a maid, and the Emperor’s love for her was
renewed.” Because of this poem, the story of the tragic love affair that occurred here between Yang
Guiféi and Emperor Xuanzong of the Tang Dynasty has been passed down through the ages. After
dinner, you will have a chance to admire modern musicians and dancers as they present an opulently
staged show, re-created from historical materials, in imitation of Tang Dynasty performances.

Day 11: Xi’an — Guilin
Today you will say goodbye to Xi'an and travel to a city with “mountain and water” scenery that ranks
among the finest in the world: Guilin, whose verdant hills, picturesque rivers, and unusual landscapes
make it deserving of its fame. Reed Flute Cave, the first stop on your Guilin itinerary, boasts some of
Guilin’s most iconic scenery and enjoys a reputation as “nature’s architectural wonder”; it contains rock
formations of every shape and color, including stone pillars, stone curtains, stone flowers, and all kinds of
strange things. Seen under bright lights of every color, they dazzle the eyes like a dream or a hallucina-
tion. Another famous sight, Elephant Trunk Hill, looks like an enormous elephant with its trunk dangling
in the water as if it were about to drink from the river. For dinner we will arrange for you to enjoy a meal
of Guilin-style rice-flour noodles, which are even more famous than Guilin’s scenery. So long they
seem to never end, rice-flour noodles of the finest quality are soft and silky as well as tasty; with some
peanuts or pickled cabbage on top, they're even more delicious, and they will give you a tremendous
appetite.

Day 12: Guilin — Yangshuo
Thanks to the beauty of the Li River, Yangshuo’s scenery may be even better than Guilin’s. The most
picturesque part of the Li River is universally acknowledged to be the stretch located between Guilin and
Yangshuo. Today at dawn, in the clear and crisp morning air, you will board a ship to tour the river, which
will make you feel as if you're in nature’s art gallery, with one beautiful painting after another slowly
unfolding before your eyes. At noon you will enjoy a meal as you continue to admire the scenery, basking
in the boundless pleasure of the journey. After arriving in Yangshuo, you can have a little something to
drink and do some people watching: in the afternoon, we have arranged a bamboo raft trip along
Yangshuo’s tranquil Yulong River. In the evening you can also enjoy Yangshuo’s lively night market.
Chinese and Western cafes and restaurants line the street like trees in a forest, and the souvenirs every-
where are a feast for the eyes.

After breakfast, you will depart Yangshuo and return to Guilin Airport, from which you will fly to Shanghai,
the largest city in China. After your arrival, you will tour the architectural complex of the Bund, which lies
along the Huangpu River in the downtown area. The Bank of China tower, Peace Hotel, Customs
House tower, and other famous buildings built by Western nations during the colonial era are all located
along the Bund, where the historical elegance of the “Wall Street of the Far East” has reappeared. On
the opposite shore of the Huangpu River in Pudong stands a cluster of modern skyscrapers that
represent China’s new era of prosperity, conveying a sense of vigor, majesty, and luxury. After your stroll
along the Bund, you will spend an hour enjoying Shanghai’s bright and colorful night scenery as you
cruise along the Huangpu River in a tourist boat. Later, you will walk among a sea of people on Nanjing
Road, Shanghai’s famed shopping district.

The
western end of the line leaves from Longyang Road Station on Shanghai’s No. 2 subway line, and its
eastern end is at Pudong International Airport; its total length is 30 kilometers. With a maximum speed of
431 kilometers per hour, the train takes only 7 minutes and 20 seconds to transport you the entire length
of the track to the airport, where you will take a flight back to the United States.
